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Simultaneous experience 

The top shelf is made of two glass tabletops one-way mirror 

glass while the bottom shelf is a mirror glass. This creates the 

appearance of a bottomless depth when seen from above, and 

when placing objects on the bottom shelf, the reflections create 

an infinite number of framings.
